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How to Play Pick 3
Decide how many plays you want and use one panel for each play.  You 
can choose one, two, three, four, or all �ve plays (A thru E) on each Pick 3 
play slip. Each play costs $1. Only use blue or black ink to mark your play 
slip. Mark the appropriate boxes with the following information:
1. For each play, choose 3 numbers from 0 – 9 by marking a number in 

each column. 
2. If you want the terminal to randomly select your numbers, ask the 

clerk for a Quick Pick® (QP), or mark the QP box on the play slip.
3. Select your PLAY TYPE, either STRAIGHT (STR), BOX, or 

STRAIGHT/BOX (STR/BOX). (See descriptions below.)
4. Select the DRAW TYPE you wish to play by marking the DAY, EVE, or 

DAY & EVE box.
5. To play for a draw day other than the present day (NOT TODAY), mark 

the appropriate box under ADVANCE PLAY. If no day is selected, the 
play will default to the next draw.

6. If you want to play the same numbers for up to 14 consecutive 
drawings for either DAY or EVE mark the appropriate number of 
drawings in the MULTI-DRAW section. (NOTE: If MULTI-DRAW and 
DAY & EVE are selected you will receive tickets up to 28 draws.) 
MULTI-DRAW selection will be consecutive from the �rst draw 
selected.

7. If you make an error in your selections, mark the “VOID” box for that 
play. DO NOT ERASE.

8. Before submitting your play slip, make sure the numbers you have 
chosen are the ones you want. Pick 3 tickets cannot be cancelled after 
they are processed. Responsibility for the numbers selected rests with 
the player, not the retailer or the Lottery. ALL SALES ARE FINAL.

9. Give your completed Pick 3 play slip to your Lottery retailer with 
money to buy your ticket. Drawings are on Sunday through Saturday 
at approximately 1:00 p.m. and 9:30 p.m. MT.

Pick 3 Play Types, Prizes and Odds
■ Straight Play –  Match winning numbers drawn in EXACT order.
■ Box Play –  Match winning numbers drawn in ANY order.
■ Straight/Box Play –  Match winning numbers in the EXACT order 

and/or Match winning numbers in ANY order. 
■ 3-WAY –  Two (2) of the three (3) digits are the same (e.g. 122).
■ 6-WAY –  All three (3) numbers are unique (e.g. 123).
■ FRONT PAIR –  Match the �rst two (2) numbers drawn in the EXACT 

order.
■ BACK PAIR –  Match the last two (2) numbers drawn in the EXACT 

order.
How to Claim A Prize  
1. SIGN THE BACK OF YOUR TICKET. The ticket is a bearer instrument 

until signed. 
2. Prizes of $600 or less may be claimed at an NMLA retailer or by 

mailing to the NMLA. No claim form is required.
3. Claim prizes exceeding $600 at Lottery headquarters or, complete a 

claim form, available at Lottery retailers or at nmlottery.com, and mail 
to: NMLA, P.O. Box 93190, Albuquerque, NM 87199-3190.

4. All prizes must be claimed within 90 days from the date of the 
drawing or the �rst business day after the 90th day if the Lottery is 
not open for business.

The original ticket shall be the only valid proof of the selected numbers 
and plays. Ticket, transactions and winners are subject to NMLA Rules for 
Online Games, NMLA policies, procedures, rules, validation by the 
system and State Law. Liability for void, altered, misprinted, 
misdispensed, or damaged tickets or disputes, if any, is limited to the 
refund of the retail sales price.

Drawings Seven Days and Seven Evenings a Week
Drawings are held twice daily Sunday through Saturday at 
approximately 1:00 pm and 9:30 pm Mountain Time (MT).  Tickets can 
be purchased until 1:00 pm (MT) for the DAY Drawing and until 9:30 
pm (MT) for the EVE Drawing. Following each drawing, winning 
numbers are available at all Lottery retailers, on our player hotline at 
(505) 342-PLAY (7529) and at nmlottery.com.
